Maintaining Education to Support Training Recovery

W weuld like to thank you, and your teams of supervisars, menters and educators, for
your ongeing leadership in supparting education and training delivery during the COVID-
19 pandemic, during ‘what has been a very difficul! pariod.

While we fully recoghisa the challenging servica and winter pressures faced by the NHS
2t this unpracedanted time, we also recognise that it is vital that the NHE continues to
support these efforts by maintaining a focus on training recavary and on continuing to
deliver education and training activities, including where education and training activities
are sub-contracted out to the Independent sector. This is essental 1o address the scale
of the disruption that the pandemic has had on students and trairees over the last teio
years and to reduce the cumulative impact of delayed training on workforce capacity now
and for future years.

In particular, It Is essential that studenis and tralnees continue to be supersised both
clinically and to meet thelr educational needs, and that there 1s an embedded culture of
education ard training within services that is fair, promotes equality and values and
faciltates learning opporiunities for all. We acknavdedge and continue to encourage the
inncvative ways inwhich this suppert for education and training has been maintained.
For example. we have seen excellent examples of multi-professional team working ard
supervision, as well as virtual and hybrid technology enhanced learning, including
simulation. VW& alse welcome inifiatives to reach out te, and welcome back thoss wha
nave left their clinical roles through retirement to enhance training capacity and support
students and trainees. However, we would alsc emphasise the role of utilising the vader
workforce ard workforce transformation to ensure training capability and capacity is
maintained in the leng ferm

Training recovery is also key in mitigating the impact of the pandemic on our students’
and trainees’ wellbeing. For example, we know that healthcare workers may be at
increased risk of exposure to distressing experiences during the pandemic, and that this
can contribute to burnout, post-traumatic stress disorder, and other trauma-related
problems. \We would therefore like to draw your attention to a number of resources set-
out in the attached Appendix and ask that you signpost these resources to your

educators and supervisors.

We will continue to work with you to support training recovery and remain grateful for

your on-going support in achieving this.

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Radiotherapy Education

At the beginning of February eight of our Post
Graduate Radiotherapy students completed their
clinical training with us after two years. Many have
already secured their first post and we wish them well
in their careers.

Student numbers have been the highest ever in
Radiotherapy at CCC this year as we have 16 first
year BSc students training with us for the next three
years, the highest intake ever for us. Finishing their
first extended placement this week, they have had a
complex rota across the three sites, and have had to
cope with increased patient numbers and high staff
sickness levels so it is fair to say that their experience
has been a O0baptismbdb to

It is delivered by frontline clinicians: an advanced nurse
practitioner working in an emergency department and
a pharmacist working in primary and community care

meaning that acute and chronic long-term conditions
are addressed.

Any interested candidates will be required to attend
an interview conducted by the module leader and a
service user; provide proof of clinical competence
through completion of clinical skills and diagnostics
module at level 7 and of a suitable learning
environment and approval from the candidate’s Trust.
